Nine year old Adam has attended classes at 
The Right Path for 1 ½ years and with his 
unique autistic personality, he chose the horse 
drawn cart rather than the riding horse. At 
first Adam was held captive in his own  
world ; he would plug his ears and close his 
eyes to avoid even a quiet voice from his 
instructor, did not want to handle reins or pet 
the horse, and was upset by any change of 
routine or volunteer assistance. An impulsive 
child, Adam had great difficulty waiting and 
following even basic instructions. The 
rhythmical cart movement woke something 
in Adam.  The initial break through took place 
a number of weeks into the first semester, 
when Adam made eye contact with his 
instructor and repeated the cue words “Dexter 
walk on”!!   Since that momentous occasion, 
Adam continues to move steadily forward in 
his positive behavior, in his ability to socialize 
with a variety of different people and in his 
willingness to attempt communication. His 
intelligence and charming personality that 
was once locked inside is now being 
revealed.

   Teacher Kelly and assistants Marilyn and Barbara come each Friday with 
their class. The students arrive at 11AM and stay until 1:30PM.  While lunch is 
served for some, others are riding. Drew (not pictured) shows dramatic 
changes when aboard his horse Doc. The 3 D movement gives him the 
sensory feed back that he seeks and while riding  his need for repetitive self 
injurious behaviors is eliminated.

Pumpkin Bread  
‘Family favorite from Joshalyn Ocker’ 
 
3 3/4 cups all-purpose flour 
3 cups sugar 
4 tsp pumpkin pie spice 
2 tsp baking soda 
1 tsp salt 
4 eggs 
1 can solid pack pumpkin (15oz) 
1/2 cup oil 
2 cups fresh cranberries, coarsely chopped 
1 cup chopped walnuts 
 
1. In a large bowl, combine flour, sugar, spice, soda, and salt.  
    In another bowl beat eggs, pumpkin, and oil; stir into dry 
    ingredients just until moistened.  
    Fold in cranberries and walnuts.  
 
2. Spoon into two greased 9-in x 5-in x 3-in loaf pans.  
    Bake at 350• for 70-80 minutes or until a toothpick inserted  
    near the center comes out clean.  
 
Cool for 10 minutes before removing from pans to wire  

      racks to cool completely.  
 
 

 
For a great topping:  
Blend 1 cup softened butter with 1/2 cup honey  
and 1 tsp ground cinnamon.  
 
Preparation time: 15 minutes 
Makes: 2 loaves
